The main track 
also has been refurbished with new material. This summer the first OTW in Cumberland County is slated to 
open.  Hopefully, a successful 2006 season will set the stage for an historic year for racing in 2007 as New 
Jersey hosts the Breeders’ Cup.

We need to connect with all of our elected state leaders and engage 
them in our efforts to save New Jersey racing.  To do this we need to be visible.  We need to show that our 
industry is worth the investment.
